BIOGRAPHY
James Linehan is a painter who lives and works in Bangor, Maine. He came to Maine in 1983, to teach painting at the University of Maine. Now a Professor of Art, he was Department Chair for seven years and has successfully balanced the dual careers of painter and teacher for forty years. Raised near Boston, and in Lewiston, NY and Tempe, AZ, Linehan studied at Arizona State University (BFA ‘74) and the University of Wisconsin-Madison (MA’76; MFA ‘78). Prior to moving to Maine he taught for five years at St. Andrews College in North Carolina. His paintings have been included in over one hundred and fifty group shows throughout the United States, and in Japan, Jordan and Finland; twenty solo shows in the past twenty-five years, including three solo shows in NYC. He has completed twenty public commissions, including fifteen for the Maine Arts Commission Percent For Art Project, and is represented in thirty public and corporate collections including L.L. Bean, Bank of America, the Portland Museum of Art, Bates College, US Department of State Art Bank, and the Farnsworth Museum. Linehan has been represented by Aucocisco Gallery in Portland, Maine; Vose Gallery in Boston, Massachusetts; and Sherry French Gallery, New York, N.Y. He also had long associations with The Gallery at 357 Main Street in Rockland, Maine, and Frick Gallery in Belfast, Maine. Linehan is currently represented by Littlefield Gallery in Winter Harbor, Maine.
